HOW TO AVOID BEING A PLAGIARIST ...

Be careful when making notes from a book: 
Read and then think through the ideas and write a summary in your own words WITH THE BOOK CLOSED 
If you find the idea is too complicated still try and then WRITE DOWN THE FULL REFERENCE AND THE PAGE NO. 
If the idea / information you have just read is really important for your argument for your assignment then write out the quote and ensure you have right reference including the page and use it in your essay – 
Add  the full reference straight away to your bibliography that you are keeping for that piece of work.
Learn to cite correctly
‘How to... ‘ shows you how to...
Even if you are using an idea / fact from a lecture  be sure to reference it in your essay Manipulation  - NO  
Analysis and interpretation– YES 

Quick check:
· If you can’t find the source and cannot reference fully -  DON’T USE IT 
· Copying notes from books - see above  -if you quote underline in red to remind yourself 
· It is difficult sometimes to know if something is common knowledge or belongs to someone so you can always ‘GOOGLE’ it . If in doubt just don’t use it...
· Remember :  Manipulation  - NO  . Analysis and interpretation– YES 
· Paraphrasing may well be plagiarism 

‘Everyone does it’ – OH NO THEY DON’T!
We now use Turnitin at Roehampton and you may be required to submit your work via this – it gives you a read out of your essay and signifies un referenced quotes and words that match the original ie not your own -  so that the whole of your work is checked and a %age give of what is not yours.
You then have to submit the check with your essay as proof that you have checked your writing with Turnitin .  Your marker may / may not accept the %age.
